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10K Walk – the Sussex Coastline 
Starting at the Court, walk down to the Pavilion and turn left towards the Sea. Use pedestrian crossing and turn left along Marine Parade past Terraces Bar and Grill.

Take stairs on your right leading down to the upper promenade above Madeira Drive and walk to far end taking stairs back up to street level.

At top of the stairs turn right, cross over Dukes Mount and then cross the road and walk up west side of Sussex Square (Lewes Crescent). Turn right along Edward Street and follow to end.

Turn left at the T junction (by Lidl) and at the mini roundabout turn right. Follow the road straight across the traffic lights at Wilson Avenue.

After about 50m take turning on your left up to East Brighton Golf Club (Public Bridleway signed with blue arrow). Cross the car park and follow the bridleway which runs alongside the boundary of the Golf Course (on your right). Ignore the paths that go off to the left.
The bridleway crosses the Golf Course around Red Hill (watch out for golf balls!). Follow bridleway which then descends down a chalky path with golf course to your left and cornfield to your right. Do not take any turnings off this path. You will see Ovingdean ahead of you.
Path turns into concrete road with farm buildings to your left. Where the path meets Ovingdean Road turn right and walk along about 50m at turn right at the sign “11th Century Church”. The Church may be open to visitors.

(NOTE: at this point of the route if you are not able to manage a steep and in places rather uneven path keep straight on along the road which winds through village taking care as no pavement. Rejoin the route by St Dunstans)

Look for stile on your right just before Church gate and follow the steep path up the side of churchyard. Climb over next stile and follow the path diagonally to your left up and along brow of the hill. Look out and aim for the brick pillar at the far side of the field.

Turn left at brick pillar (Roedean School to your right). Follow path down to road (cornfields on either side – take care on the path)

At main road turn right towards the sea, past St Dunstans and take the underpass and steps down to the beach level. (Cyclists may prefer to follow the cliff top path back into Brighton).

Follow undercliff walk to and through Marina. At the end, by ASDA car park, turn left and then right under the road to Black Rock. Follow path back to the Pier, carry on along the seafront until you reach the Sea life Centre, walk along to the Old Steine and up to the Pavilion ticket office. Crown Office Row, Blenheim House will be clearly marked.
